Your Rights under Title VI of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964

It is the policy of the City of El Paso to ensure that no person
shall on the grounds of race, religion, color, national origin, sex,
age or disability be excluded from participation in, be denied the
benefits of, or otherwise be subjected to discrimination under
any department programs or activities.

Who may file a Title VI
complaint?

A Title VI complaint may be filed
by any individual or individuals
who allege they have been
subjected to discrimination or
adverse impact under any City of
El Paso program or activity
based on race, religion, color,
national origin, sex, age,
disability or retaliation.
