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DESIGN REQUIREMENTS

Mandatory Design Requirements
e Parking located in the rear or side of property
e Principle entrance oriented towards the main street and sidewalk
e Front setbacks for residential projects must not deviate by more than 15%
from the average of the neighboring structures

Selective Design Requirements

Comply with no less than 3 of the following:
e First floor facade transparency
e Mixed-use development
e Street-side commercial activity
e Size of primary structure must meet City requirements (see policy)
e Storm water management

e Green building certification
*Brownfield and Greyfield redevelopment projects are exempt from the selective design requirements
