APPLICATION DESCRIPTION  

The applicant is requesting a second six-month extension to submit recording maps in 
accordance with Section 19.08.060.H (a six-month extension to submit the recording plat may be 
granted by the city plan commission in the event that a delay is caused by action of the city, a 
public utility, or other governmental entity) for Canutillo Heights Unit Two to allow for 
coordination with County on a subdivision performance bond or letter of credit as the County of 
El Paso will only approve the final plat for filing after all subdivision improvements have been 
constructed and accepted by the County of El Paso. The coordination process would take 
approximately 12 months according to the County Road and Bridge Department. 

The City Plan Commission approved Canutillo Heights Unit Two on a revised Major Final basis 
on July 17, 2008. The applicant submitted a letter for the first six-month extension request on 
December 18, 2008 citing coordination with El Paso County Road and Bridge Department on 
improvements and a performance bond and letter of credit with an estimated time of completion 
of 12 months. The applicant was granted the first six month extension on January 29, 2009 and 
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expires on July 17, 2009.  The applicant submitted a letter requesting a second six-month 
extension on June 24, 2009 citing coordination with El Paso County Road and Bridge 
Department on improvements and a performance bond and letter of credit with an estimated time 
of completion of 12 months.  If approved the second six month extension would expire on 
January 17, 2010. 

DEVELOPMENT COORDINATING COMMITTEE  

The Development Coordinating Committee recommends approval of the six-month extension 
requested for Canutillo Heights Unit Two to submit recording maps per Subdivision Code Section 
19.08.060.H Submission for Recording. 

If approved, the extension will be valid until January 17, 2010.  Failure to submit the recording 
maps by the expiration date of the extension will necessitate the resubmittal of the subdivision.
