• Installation of a new emergency vehicle bay door 

• Information technology system upgrades 

• New heating, ventilation, and air conditioning (HVAC) units

community effectively,” said Fire Chief Johnathan Killings. “These 
improvements enhance the daily working environment for our personnel while 
strengthening our ability to respond quickly and efficiently to emergencies 
across El Paso.”
