The Crimes Against Persons unit
was called out to assist in the investigation. The preliminary investigation
revealed that a group of teenagers drove to the complex to engage in an
altercation. As the group was walking toward a playground area, a 15-year-old
male began to fire upon the group, hitting the five victims. The 15-year-old
juvenile then fled the scene on foot; however, officers were able to locate the
juvenile a short distance away from the initial crime scene. He was detained and
referred to JPD and charged with four counts of aggravated assault.
